All your publicity and fundraising materials need, by law, to include the words “Xtraordinary People in association with the British Dyslexia Association, registered charity 289243”.

•
No one under the age of 16 should be involved in collecting sponsorship money without adult supervision. Children should not approach strangers about their fundraising activities and should always have the permission of a parent or guardian to attend or participate in a fundraising activity.

If you are planning to do any kind of public bucket collection or knock on people’s doors, please be aware that there are very strict rules and regulations, which you’ll need to observe. Please make sure you have made yourself aware of these and follow them.
